Did you know that you can claim back 1/3rd of Donations from the IRD, including your Matangi School Donation???
Answer these simple questions to make sure you are eligible:
· Did you earn taxable income, either from salary, wages, benefit, interest, or self employed income?                     Yes / No

· Were in NZ during the tax year – 1st April to 31st March?                             Yes / No

If you answered “YES” to both of these questions, then all you need to do is:

· Pay the Donation to Matangi School before 31st March 2012
· Attach the receipt to the “Tax Credit Claim Form (IR526) and post into the IRD for your cash back  (The office has copies of this form)

Summary

If you pay the total $120 Donation to Matangi School before 31st March 2012, you can claim back your rebate (cash-back) of $40 from IRD in April, so you are really only paying $80!!

If you can’t pay the full $120 by 31st March 2012, no worries, for any amount you do pay before 31st March 2011 you can still claim 1/3rd in April.

So, for all Donations paid:

· Before 31st March 2012, a receipt will be issued so you can claim your rebate straight away, and if paid

· After 31st March 2012 you will need to keep your receipts and send them in next year for rebates.
